BRILLION – Tony Jones says that 
he has had a passion for art for as long 
as he can remember. 

“My first memory of having my art 
abilities acknowledged by someone 
outside of my immediate family was 
when my 1st grade teacher gave me a 
set of cray-pas for Christmas and told 
me that she knew I would be an artist 
someday,” Jones said.

“I actually was deciding between 
being a high school art teacher or 
(physical education) teacher at that 
time, but art won out,” Jones said. 

The year Jones graduated college, 
he taught six study halls a day, one 
hour of library assistance and one 
hour of lunchroom supervision back 
at Platteville High School. The follow-
ing year he got a K-12 teaching job in 
a Scales Mound, Illinois.

BRILLION – New Ariens Nordic Center Gen-
eral Manager Sean Becker almost couldn't believe it 
when he heard that Ariens Company was develop-
ing a 200-acre site for cross country skiing, biath-
lon and other athletic uses.

“It was not something that was on my radar at 
the time,” Becker said. “I had some friends send me 
this article and say, 'This job has your name written 
all over it,' so, I took the time to try to search some-
body out within the company to find out if this was 
for real because it almost seemed like a too good to 
be true situation with what they're doing here and 
expanding their reach in the community and in the 
Nordic ski and the biathlon world.”

The Ariens Nordic Center, set to open in De-
cember of this year, has certainly caught the eye of 
the skiing and biathlon industries. Becker was the 
perfect fit to be the first-ever general manager of 
the site. He previously built, operated and main-
tained a snowmaking operation at the Kettle Mo-
raine State Forest, Lapham Peak Unit for 10 years. 

Becker also created a mobile grooming and Nordic 
ski lesson service to expand Nordic skiing into ar-
eas that could not naturally support it.

“We'll have a team; I'll be leading that team as 
I've got the snowmaking background. As far as the 
how to, when to, why to of making snow, there's 
very specific parameters that we need to follow in 
order to make good, quality snow, but also make it 
feasible from a fiscal responsibility standpoint. It's 
not inexpensive to make snow, so we have to make 
sure that our temperatures and humidities are in 
the right windows and for the correct amount of 
time in order to do that,” Becker said.

Becker said this system will be different than the 
Kettle Moraine site.

“That was a lot of 1970-vintage snowmaking 
machines that we had. This is kind of the Cadillac 
opportunity that we have here,” Becker said, not-
ing the location, systems and machinery in place. 
“Hopefully as soon as we get those good tempera-
tures and humidities, we can get our snow down 
as fast as possible around the entire trail system at
