Hope Klessig has taken the 
stage for a lot of performances in 
her life to sing, dance and act. None 
have been more important than 
performing as Mary in the “Miracle 
of Christmas” throughout Novem-
ber and December. 

“This is definitely the biggest 
role I’ve played at Sight & Sound, 
and the most important one by my 
standards in my career,” Klessig 
said.

“For years it was a goal of mine

Sound, and I’m so thankful that the 
Lord blessed me with the job of my 
dreams,” Klessig said. 

Klessig was called back early 
this year to audition for the roles 
of Mary and the Inn Keeper’s wife, 
Anna. She received an audition 
package for both characters which 
included multiple songs and scenes. 
Klessig had two weeks to prepare 
the materials then audition in May.

“I found out I got the role in 
July, and I couldn’t believe it,” 
Klessig said. “I was so excited and 
so grateful.”

‘Job of my dreams’: Klessig performs as Mary

One of the more time-consum-
ing crimes for the Brillion Police 
Department and others around the 
country to deal with is not one that 
is out on the streets. 

Scams through the use of tech-
nology have been on the rise for 
years, including in our area. Bril-
lion Police Chief Kirk Schend has 
witnessed the problem deepening. 
Schend and the newspaper have 
had numerous conversations about 
the problem across the last year.   

“This stuff has been going on 
for years but in the last three years, 
I’d say, it’s becoming more sophis-
ticated,” Schend said. 

Through the use of technolo-
gy ranging simple to complex – 
emails, cellular phones, artificial 
intelligence – there are a variety of 
ways for scammers to target the ev-
eryday citizen. They create false sit-
uations by saying they are someone 
from an organization the person 
knows or there is a problem or a 

prize. The scammers often pressure 
a person to pay a monetary amount 
immediately and direct a specific 
way to pay.  

“It’s almost like the scammers 
are highly educated,” Schend 
said. “They do a really good job of 
talking. They should go into sales.” 

The majority of scammers live 
outside of the United States and

BRILLION – The sounds of 
Whitney Houston, Celine Dion and 
Carole King, will resound through-
out the Endries Performing Arts 
Center this Friday, April 19, at 7:30 
p.m., when Divas3 takes the stage 
in Brillion.
